In the absence of Treasurer Elaine Van Deventer and her report, Carol noted that the treasurers report would be published in the newsletter.

Hospitality – Peggy Keller , no report.

Communications – Maggie Stonecipher, no report.

Education – Kathy O’Brien, no report.

Finance – In the absence of Elaine Van Deventer, Carol distributed the proposed budget.  In addition to the figures presented, it was determined to continue with volunteer recognition and $1,200 was added.  Nina Fricke suggested modification of the membership figures to $12,000 and will provide newer estimates for the USDF membership fees.  After brief discussion, Margene moved to approve the budget.  Second Kathy Childs.  Motion carried.

Membership – Nina Fricke reported a total of 254 members, and that 40 were new members, with 214 renewals representing 173 individual, 26 (58 people) family memberships, 39 juniors and 6 honorary.

Nominating – Maggie reported she has contacted the committee members to attempt setting a date and location for a meeting in the near future.

Topeka Chapter – Gannis Hines reported their last meeting was a dinner and they were looking forward to hosting the July KCDS meeting at the HH Bar & Grill (former Hereford House) in Lawrence at 6:30 p.m.  After brief discussion on whether to change the meeting from July 2nd to July 9th due to the 4th of July holiday, Margene moved to keep the meeting on the regular date of July 2nd.  Second Peggy Keller.  Motion carried.
Committee Chair reports:

Awards/Schooling Shows – In the absence of Melissa Allen, Carol reported Melissa is asking for assistance with mailing out awards that weren’t picked  up and at the July show.  Nina suggested it would be a good way to accrue volunteer hours and a request could be included in E-news.

Historian – Megan Nichols, absent.

Horse Show – Kindra Wilson reported that the committee meeting planned for May 30th was canceled because the July show chairpersons were unable to attend due to last minute, unavoidable conflicts.  The meeting will be rescheduled as early in June as possible and an email sent with the new date.
Nina Fricke volunteered to assist with the July Show in securing volunteers to help Julie Mc Crady who is dealing with family illness.  Carol and Janet offered to assist at the show with volunteer coordination.

Youth Camp – Cathy Cowger provided a report that indicated 14 girls have signed up filling all available slots and that all preparations are finalized.  She has requested approval for purchasing a first aid kit for the camp that can be passed forward.  It was also hoped that an equine emergency kit could be prepared for the future and could be used at shows, as well.  Kathy O’Brien will help identify the items needed, and there was discussion as to the opportunity for sponsorship of the kit from veterinarians.  Maggie moved that we appropriate funding for both kits. Second Janet Blauvelt.  Motion carried.

Newsletter – In the absence of Staci Meyer, Carol noted the newsletter deadline is June 10th.

Sponsorships – Margene Swarts reported that all sponsors have completed their financial commitments providing over $8,000 to the organization.

Kathy Childs announced the next Topeka Chapter meeting is June 11th and the program will be jousting.

Janet read a thank you note from an “L” program participant in appreciation of being allowed to participate in the May Show.

Peggy Keller commented about meeting attendance and her concern about those she hasn’t seen at meetings.

Janet reported that her firm had been contacted regarding having a booth at the American Royal and she asked the board to consider if it would be advantageous for KCDS to purchase a booth.  After careful consideration and discussion, consensus was that we would not pursue the idea.
